Request for Proposal

Re: Photography web site backend with e-commerce capabilities.

Proposal bid due: Tuesday the 8th of this month by 2pm.

Hello, I’ve got a job that needs some programming. Please take a moment to review this RFP and let me know if you’re interested. I know it’s a quick turn around time regarding the RFP due date, but this client is rearing to go and wants it up now… don’t they all (.

Job Overview: 

This site is for a photographer who takes pictures of people as they cross the finish line at marathons. He will be handing out info cards to the racers so they will know where to order prints online. The marathons run on “one-clock” so he will be breaking down images into 15 minute sections in relation to the racers finish times. Once the runner goes to the site they can, pick the race they where in, their finish time within 15 minute intervals, scan through the thumbnails, click on a thumbnail and view it larger, then order the image and select if they want it on a mug, mouse pad, or t-shirt. This includes online credit card transactions and a personal SSL. 

Server Hardware/Software:

It will be hosted at Highspeed on a Unix/Linux box. The box has Netpbm and Image Magick installed. The languages can be php, perl, python, ruby, or c. Database is MySQL.

Proposed Workflow from the photographer’s point of view:

Step 1: Photos taken at event which are numbered sequentially and are noted when taken in relation to race time code.

Step 2: Photos are transferred into a new folder on laptop and optimized.

Step 3: Folder with optimized images are uploaded to FTP.

Step 4: Server application then makes thumbnails (100x80), larger view(400x320) and stores the information into a database.

Step 5: The photographer goes to the Admin. and creates a new race name.

Step 6: He then creates the thumbnail pages by entering the start of the race finish times and the end of the race finish times. The application will create all of the times/pages between those two times in 15 minute intervals. So in a nutshell, the first runner to cross the finish line will set the name/time for the first thumbnail page and the last racer to cross the line will set the last name/time for the last thumbnail page. In between those two times will be thumbnail pages with the names being finish times in 15 minute intervals.

Step 7: He then selects a newly created thumbnail page and adds thumbnails to that page from the database that match the pages finish time code. He does this for all of the thumbnail pages.

Step 8: He then makes the gallery live.

E-Commerce 

When a visitor comes to the site they will click on their race link, then their race finish time, then find their thumbnail image. They will then click on the thumbnail which brings up their large image with a purchase price and 3 up sell items that the image can be put on. These need to be able to change in the future. The visitor can select the image to be printed 4 different sizes, all the sizes are the same cost. He can order multiple images with multiple sizes. He also selects his shipping method. He then hits a checkout button which brings him into SSL and the page displays his order and provides a form for him to fill out his credit card info. He then finishes his order and receives a confirmation e-mail of his order. His order is written to a secure database. 

The client wants to do online credit card transactions. I have not done this before so your input on how to make this happen will be vital. Please feel free to recommend a service and solution. How do we verify a transaction payment? Will it write to our DB?

The photographer will receive an e-mail notification that he has a paid order. He will then go to his Admin. and select orders buy date. They will be displayed as html.

Administration

The administration of the site will have this navigation (open to other ideas).

Race – Add | Edit | Delete

The Add button will take the person through a series of pages that will control the creation of the race name, thumbnail page creation and adding images to thumbnail pages.

Thumbnail page creation will be done by giving the first finish time ie: “2:00” and the last finish time ie: “5:00”. Then the application will create in between pages ie: “2:15”, “2:30”, “2:45” and so on till it reaches “5:00”. Let me know if this is too hard to do and will be easier for the client to do manually. Then the client will pick a newly created thumbnail page and add thumbnails to it. We just have to list the image names for him to select the correct thumbnails that belong in the time frame.

This will be an option within an admin race page.

Thumbnails - Add | Edit | Delete

This will be an option within an admin thumbnail page.

Orders – Select date range

This will display all orders between a set date inputted by client.

Your Responsibilities

• Create a server side script to operate the image optimization program when a new folder containing 40-400 images is uploaded to a specific area on the server. It will create thumbnails and larger images. It will also add all the images to a database. 

• Administration and database functionality.

• Creation of database driven galleries and images using provided templates.

• E-commerce calculations, online CC transactions, secure form capture into database, secure database storage and retrieval, and e-mail notification to customer and client.

WC Responsibilities 

We will create all the static pages, images, templates for database population, 

e-commerce forms and  non functioning Administration.
